C.06.02.23	Lady Serena Park:

Cllr White said that the benches are now all in situ. The Town Clerk has just completed another funding application which would purchase more benches to go around the outside of the park.

Discussion took place regarding a notice board at Lady Serena Park. Cllr Harris will research the pros and cons of this and will also source volunteers to maintain/update the notice board. He will update the Committee in due course. Cllr Morton suggested a metal signage board which would have all the information needed instead of a notice board.


C.07.02.23	Coronation of King Charles:

		Lots of discussion took place regarding the Coronation.

There will be a window competition with the theme being Coronation. The Mayor will donate a prize for the winner. Ask businesses to put bunting up.

NYCC have announced that they will provide free residential road closures for street parties – these will need to be applied for.

Friday 5th May
School concert at St Marys Church and also have a Coronation for the primary school children – still waiting to hear from the Primary Schools. If this does not go ahead, would it be worth having the cinema on this night. Office to check the availability of the Cricket Club.

Saturday 6th May
There will be a live streaming of the Coronation at St Marys Church. The Town Council will purchase some tray bakes from Edwinas and send down to St Marys.
It was also thought that there should be a declaration on the day and discussion took place regarding this and if there was a protocol as to who was able to say this declaration.

Sunday 7th May
Funday in Friary Gardens. The intention is to have a couple of bands playing in the morning and people bring a picnic. In the afternoon there will be various activities taking place – crown decorating, fancy dress competition (Royal theme, all ages), a DJ will be playing music for as long as needed. Face painter (for 2 hrs) which will be free of charge for all children. The Duck Club will bring a stall again (same as the Jubilee). We would like a fairground ride and make this free for all, so need to check availability with Murphys and also seek donations to fund this ride. Also provide sports games/treasure hunts for the children.
We need to ask the Meet and Duck Club for their gazebos.
Ask Rhoda Fraser if she would like to attend and provide her story telling.
Look at hiring toilets to put in Friary Gardens.
Ask if the Fire Brigade and Police would be willing to bring a car/tender down. Also ask Swaledale Fell Rescue.

Monday 8th May
‘The Big Help Out’ it was discussed as to how we could participate with this request from King Charles. We would invite all of the organisations within Richmond to have a stand where they can showcase their organisation and recruit more volunteers. Organisations could also have an ‘open day’ so that people can come along and see what they do and have a go. Look at providing a list/map on the day and people can go to different organisations throughout the day. 
It was thought that we could replant the sensory garden in Friary Gardens.

Some of the Committee didn’t think that it was a good idea to hold the open air cinema on this day.

It was also thought that we could provide the cinema screen at a later date after the Coronation - to be discussed further.

A Coronation walk was suggested as there was such a good turnout for the Jubilee one.
